The FEICA Market Report covers the window from 2014 - 2024, providing a review of
the period and forecasts. Data was gathered through primary research, comprising
interviews with more than 100 companies active in the adhesives and sealants
industry, including formulators, raw materials producers and equipment suppliers. The
analysis was carried out by independently by Smithers (www.smithers.com).
 
The geographic scope of the study encompasses Europe, including Western Europe,
Central and Eastern Europe (CEE) plus Turkey. The European region is split in into 16
regional markets, which are analysed by market segment and product category.
 
The study follows the harmonised FEICA-ASC-CATIA Adhesives and Sealants
Classification Manual. Furthermore, the 200+ page report is structured to facilitate
international comparisons between Europe, NAFTA and the Asia-Pacific region. The
markets of the latter two regions are analysed in separate companion reports offered
by the Adhesive and Sealant Council (ASC).
